Knowledge and attitude of Nursing, Midwifery and Medical Students of Iran
University of Medical Sciences about Oral Health of Pregnant Women

Abstract

: During this descriptive-analytical study, which is done by
a standard questionnaire, the knowledge and concern of these students in the field of
oral health in pregnant women have evaluated. The questionnaire consists of two
parts: demographic characteristics of the samples and their personal opinion about
oral health.

: In this study, a total of 172 students (62 nursing, 24 midwiferies and 86
medical students) participated. The knowledge score among 17 questions was
minimum zero, maximum 15 and average 6.85+6.96 No significant relationship was
found between knowledge score, gender and field of study.
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Introduction

The mouth is one of the most important organs
in the body. The World Health Organization
(WHO) lists oral health as part of general health.
Despite the Oral diseases prevalence, they are
preventable, so the WHO emphasizes prevention.
The females make up half of the population. Their
oral health during pregnancy affects the general
health of the mother and fetus because cariogenic
bacteria are transmitted from the mother's mouth to
the baby. And mothers play a key role in keeping
their children mouth health. Oral diseases are
related with some pregnancy complications such
as: abortion, low birth weight and premature infant.

Various studies have emphasized the
correlation between periodontitis and systemic
diseases, while 43% of physicians were unaware of
this relevance. The issue of the treatment in
dentistry prevails over health education. So that,
part of this program is being pursued by rural
health workers, but urban women go to midwifery
and women's clinics and are deprived of this care.
Nurses and doctors have more contact with women
than dentists. Pregnancy can be an opportunity to
offer oral health recommendations. Curriculum
revision is accepted as a necessity for the
development of education and women's health is
one of the priorities of the Ministry of Health.
Therefore, considering the importance of
community-oriented attitude and responsive
education, conducting this study was important.

According to the last studies, awareness of oral
health of pregnant women was not satisfactory
even among gynecologists and midwives. Even
people with a history of gynecology had less
information about oral health during pregnancy.
While numerous studies have been conducted on
the effects of oral health on community health,
limited studies have been conducted on oral health
during pregnancy. Therefore, the present study was
carry out to investigate the knowledge of medical
and nursing students of Iran University of Medical
Sciences (IUMS) about oral health during
pregnancy to take a step in health care policy and
promote community health and reduce the
financial burden of our country's health system.

Methodology

This  cross-sectional  descriptive-analytical
study with the code of ethics
(IR.IUMS.FMD.REC.1399.625) was perform after
coordination with the Vice Chancellor for
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Education by completing a valid standard
questionnaire by nursing, midwifery and internship
students of IUMS. This questionnaire had two
parts. The first part composed of demographic
characteristics and the second part examined the
knowledge and attitude of the students about oral
health in pregnant women, which contained
guestions about background information (7
questions), awareness (17 questions) and attitude
(6 questions). The responses of the awareness
section were on the Likert scale and were multiple
choices. Knowledge and attitude scores were
calculated based on the total number of correct
answers of each person to the relevant domain
questions. Finally, each person's score indicates the
knowledge and attitude of students in the field of
oral health. The maximum scores of knowledge
and attitude were estimated to be 17 and 6,
respectively.  Inclusion  criteria  included:
Completion of the 5th semester for nursing
students, passing the pre-internship exam for
medical students. Then samples were excluded
from the study in case of incomplete completion of
the questionnaire or lack of any of the above-
mentioned inclusion criteria.Data were entered into
the computer by SPSS 24 software. Mann-Whitney
U and Kruskal-Wallis correlation tests with a
significance level of 0.05 were used for statistical
analysis.

Result

In this study, 172 medical, nursing and
midwifery students from entrance 92 to 98, with an
age range of 20 to 44 years (mean 2.45 + 23.45
years) were participated. 52.3% (n = 90) were male
and 47.7% (n = 82) were female and 9.4 +3.5
semesters had passed since the participants started
their studies. 50% of the participants were
midwifery nursing students (including: 36%
nursing, 14% midwifery) and 50% were medical.
92.4% of students were single, too. The majority of
students (96.5%) were childless and 53% of
students lived at home while 47% of them lived in
dormitories. According to financial situation, 3.5%
of students was very good, 18% good, 65.7%
average, 8.7% poor and 4.1% very poor. The most
common degree of education for parents was a
bachelor's degree and a diploma, respectively.

Regarding the background information of the
sixth question "Have you ever been to the dentist?",
21 participants (12.2%) said "no", 48 (27.9%)

"Annually and continuously"”, and the majority of
them 103 (59.9%) chose the option "Only in case
of problems". About the seventh question "From
what sources do you get information about oral
health?", 12 people (7%) "Books", 10 people
(5.8%) "Articles" option, 99 people (57.6%)
"Internet" option, 20 (11.6%) chose the faculty
option, and 31 (18%) chose the none option.
Regarding 17 questions in the knowledge section,
the minimum score was zero, the maximum was 15
and the average was 2.85 * 6.96. The highest and
lowest frequency of correct answers to questions
were 17 (70.9%) and 16 (15. 1%).The highest
frequency of incorrect answers was related to
question 16 (64.5%) and the lowest frequency was
related to questions 17 and 23 (13.4%). The highest
and lowest frequencies of "I do not know" were
related to questions 9 (48.8%) and 23 (7.9%).

In the field of attitude, in response to "Which is
more effective for raising the level of awareness
and attitude of nurses and midwives in the field of
oral health?” Comments 39 people (22.7%)
"Participation in seminars and workshops after
graduation”, 41 people (23.8%) "Free and personal
studies”, 63 people (36.6%) "Adding oral health to
the curriculum” and 29 people (16.9%) was
"educational booklets and brochures". Answer to
the question "Do you agree with offering a short-
term training course in the field of oral health
virtually?" 67.4% (116 people) agreed and the
other (56 people, 32.6%) were against. In response
to the questions "Is oral hygiene of pregnant
women important for the general health of mother
and child?" And "Does taking iron drops in
children have dental complications?" They had the
most right and wrong answers, respectively.

According to p-value = 0.05 in Kolmogorov-
Smirnov test, the distribution of the dependent
variable "total knowledge score” was abnormal;
Therefore, non-parametric tests were used. Based
on Spearman and Mann-Whitney and Kruskal-
Wallis correlation tests between knowledge and
attitude score with field of study (R = 0.09, pv =
0.34), gender (R =-0.11, pv = 0.1), marital status
(R=0.02, pv =0.9), Having children (R = 0.02, pv
= 0.8) place of residence (R = 0.11, pv = 0.09)
economic status (R = 0.06, pv = 0.4) and education
of mother (R = 0.14, pv = 0.06) and father (R =
0.12, pv = 0.08) ,no significant relationship was
found.

Discussion
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In this study, the knowledge of midwifery,
nursing and medical students of IUMS about oral
health during pregnancy was low and no
correlation was found between knowledge score
and gender and field of study. In the Safari et al.
study, 45.4% of medical and dental students in
Qom had knowledge about oral health and 51.3%
had a positive attitude towards preventive care.
Male gender had a significant relationship with low
level of knowledge, but being a girl and studying
dentistry had a significant relationship and positive
attitude. In Yimenu et al. Study, the level of
knowledge of female health personnel in this field
was significantly higher than males. While in the
present study, unlike the Safari, s study, no
relationship was found between gender and the
level of awareness, which could be due to
differences in the number and distribution of
gender and type of field study.

George's study showed that oral health was very
low among pregnant Australian women, especially
in the weak strata of society, so that, lack of
awareness,  high  treatment  costs, and
misunderstandings about dental procedures during
pregnancy were the main reasons. Although in the
present study, similar to George study, the level of
awareness was low, but in this study, unlike
George's research, there was no significant
relationship between income level and dental
referral and knowledge, which can be due to
differences in study method, type of society and
cultural differences, Habits and characteristics of
the health system of countries. The Nakre’s study
found that students in developing and
underdeveloped countries were less likely to visit
dentist for annual oral examinations than in
developed countries. In this regard, Alhaffar et al.
Showed that socio-economic conditions are
significantly related to oral health status, while in
the present study, 27.9% of students referred for
dental examination annually, which was less than
the Nakr’s e report. This difference in finding could
be due to Differences in students' fields of study,
the number of samples and difference in study
time. Increased costs of dental services as well as
restrictions on the corona pandemic can be other
reasons for the decrease in dental visits. The
Zanata’s study found that most Brazilian
physicians referred pregnant women to the dentist
only if they had dental problems, and 43% of
dentists and 34% of gynecologists were unaware of
the role of periodontal infection as a risk factor for
low birth weight preterm infants. In the Strafford
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study, however, most American midwives
identified pregnancy complications as associated
with poor oral hygiene. This difference can be due
to differences between the health systems and the
education system of countries. While in the
administration of local anesthesia, fluoride
supplements and dental radiography, there was a
significant difference between the opinions of
dentists and gynecologists in the Zanata’s study
with the recommendations in scientific sources.
But in the present study, 37.2% of participants
were aware of the impact of these cases. In Malek
Mohammadi’s study, similar to the present study
reported that the knowledge score of gynecologists
and midwives in Kerman about oral health of
pregnant women (6.55 2 2.1) was low and there
was no significant difference between knowledge
and attitude of different groups. The rate of referral
to the dentist in his study (81%) was similar to the
present study (85%). The similarity of the findings
in the study of different disciplines in different
cities can indicate that the importance of oral health
education during pregnancy has been neglected in
the medical and paramedical curriculum of our
country. The average correct answer to the
guestions in his study (above 50%) and the current
research (about 40%) can show a more superficial
knowledge and attitude of medical, nursing and
midwifery students compared to employed and
experienced people in the field of gynecology. In
Rocha's study, most Brazilian midwives (93.4%)
found periodontitis to be associated with preterm
delivery, which was similar to the Strafford's study.
In Rocha's study, a significant relationship was
found between midwives 'experience and patients'
referral for dental examination. Although there was
a high level of awareness among midwives about
oral health during pregnancy, there was no proper
attitude to refer patients to the dentist. In addition,
there was no proper performance among
experienced midwives in this field. The Golkari’s
study showed that the knowledge of gynecologists
in the field of periodontal disease was higher than
other general practitioners and midwives. General
practitioners and gynecologists with longer work
experience were less likely to evaluate their
patients periodically. These findings were
inconsistent with Malek Mohammadi's study. It
seems that due to more occupational exposure to
this issue, the information of gynecologists and
dentists in this field is more than general
practitioners and nurses. There are some pros and
some cons to confirm this. In Khademi's research,
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an inverse but significant relationship was found
between the knowledge and attitude of Isfahani’s
health workers and their work experience, while
the high level of midwives' knowledge in Rocha
study was contrary to this study, which could be
due to the high work experience of Brazilian
midwives and inexperience of students. Habibi et
al, like the current study, showed that a small
number of students in the fields of dentistry,
medicine and pharmacy in Shiraz (17.6%) had
sufficient information in this field. There was no
significant difference in age and gender in their
level of knowledge and attitude while there was a
significant relationship among the level of
knowledge, the field of study and the duration of
study. Despite the fact that the level of knowledge
of dental students about pharmacy and medicine
was significantly higher and pharmacy students
had a better level of knowledge than medicine, but
medical students had a relatively good knowledge,
which can be justified according to the specialized
field of study of dental students in this field.
Ahmadi's study in medical interns at the University
of Hamadan showed that 58% of students had poor
knowledge and 55.1% had poor performance and
there was a statistically significant relationship
between knowledge and practice, which in line
with the present study showed low level of
knowledge of medical student. Therefore, he
suggested revising the curriculum and adding
content in this regard. Also, Nikbin’s study showed
that educational intervention significantly led to
raising awareness and improving the health
behaviors of pregnant mothers.

Conclusion

Awareness assessment is always considered as
a part of evaluating the efficiency of the education
system because in this way, the quality of the
instructor's teaching and the ability acquired by the
learner can be evaluated. Education is one of the
main tasks of medical universities, but the gap
between what is taught and the services provided at
the clinic, which is a basic need of society, is a
major problem. Therefore, medical universities
have a duty to review and formulate their
educational goals in this field. In order to
strengthen global competition and in view of the
growing needs of society and to improve practices
in medical education, it is necessary that that our
country's curriculum also adapt to these changes
and take steps towards responsive education
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according to the needs of society. High sample size
as well as simultaneous study of three disciplines
was the strengths of this study. Therefore, due to
the low level of awareness of oral health and its
importance during pregnancy among students in all
three disciplines, it is therefore recommended to
review the curriculum of medical and midwifery
courses and add content in this field. Because these
disciplines are in direct contact with women,
overcoming this educational weakness can be a
turning point in reducing pregnancy complications
and health system costs. Other researchers are
suggested to study the effect of educational
interventions to improve the level of knowledge
and attitude in this regard in future supplementary
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studies. Designing educational content to educate
women in this area is also recommended.
